Charles and Connie welcome you to your home from home, set in the 
wonderfully idyllic gated community of Magic Landings in Kissimmee, 
Florida.  
 
Make the most of your stay by browsing through this booklet and the 
various leaflets and brochures available in the family room.  
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Here’s a brief tour of the villa to get you acquainted: 
 
The Entrance : 
From unlocking the door you step into the relaxing environment that will be 
your home for the period of your stay.  
 
On your left is the Garage/Games Room. 
Several family games are available here such as pool, darts and 5 in 1 air 
games. 
 
Straight ahead from the entrance hall is the open plan dining room/family 
room. Featuring luxurious sofas, chairs and crafted furniture, this will be the 
place to relax indoors after the long days at the theme parks. Featuring 
cable TV, DVD player and entertainment here’s where you can recharge 
the batteries and take in some visual treats. Do remember, visitors from the 
UK and Europe, that the TV and DVD player are set to the U.S. standard of 
NTSC and as such DVDs from home (PAL) may not play.   
 
From left to right, just off the dining area is the Kitchen. All the modern 
conveniences are here to ensure you’re well fed and refreshed on the 
inside as well as the out. A convenient laundry area is set just away from 
the kitchen and provides a washer and tumble dryer. 
 
The doorway to the left of the far wall leads to the Master Suite. Featuring a 
sumptuous queen-sized bed, its own en-suite with bath and double sized 
shower, this will be your private haven for those mind-relaxing times. 
 
The far door leads to the Patio/Lanai. Here you’ll find a covered lanai with 
patio table and chairs providing an area to relax with pool loungers on the 
deck area. Take a dip in the cool, beautifully conditioned pool to refresh 
yourself after sunbathing.  
 
Back inside on the right far wall is the second Master suite. Here again, a 
Queen bed with ample storage provide for a relaxing nights sleep. This 
room has its own en-suite with walk-in shower. 
 
An archway to the right of the entrance in the family room leads to the two 
other twin bedrooms which both share a bathroom set conveniently in the 
middle. Boasting the highest levels of comfort these rooms will ensure its 
occupants enjoy many hours of restfulness. 
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General information. 
 
All bed linen and towels are provided. You need only bring your beach 
towels. 
Hairdryers are provided in the ensuite bathrooms. An iron and board are 
available in the laundry room.  
Cots/cribs, high chairs or foldaway beds are available upon request. 
All local phone calls are FREE and an international phone card is the best 
option for all other calls. These can be easily obtained from supermarkets, 
convenience stores and garages from $5.00. There are several modem 
points available providing internet access to your laptop. Again, this 
connection is FREE but we would request our fair use policy is respected.   
 
For your safety and in compliance with state laws, there are pool alarms on 
all access doors to the pool area. There are smoke alarms and emergency 
lighting installed with a fire extinguisher in the laundry room. 
 
Internet and telephone fair use policy. 
 
Although local telephone calls are free we would ask that they are kept to a 
minimum length and only used when necessary. 
The internet access points are provided on the understanding that our 
guests observe our fair use policy. By ‘fair use’ we mean that no excessive 
downloads to computers, laptops or mobile devices be attempted so that 
ALL our guests may enjoy the benefit of this free service. Although specific 
traffic is not monitored, the bandwidth use per day is and we reserve the 
right to charge a levy on any guest who is shown to have vastly exceeded 
the daily allowance on any given day.  
 
Thank you for your understanding.

 Kissimmee Old Town 
 
For 18 years, the Old Town has been the home of Florida's largest weekly car cruise, the 
Saturday Nite Cruise®, with over 300 classic cars. And don't miss the Friday Nite Cruise 
(with vehicles 1975-1987 plus newer customs & exotics) or our new Thursday Bike Nite! 
 
 St. Cloud 
 
St. Cloud is a small family oriented town right outside of Orlando.  We have 2.5 miles of 
beautiful lakefront and an extensive parks program.  We have a wonderful historic 
downtown with character and our schools are high rated.  St. Cloud is adjacent to the 
Florida Turnpike making travel to Orlando and the International Airport only a 25 minute 
drive away.  We have made some major changes over the past few years with the 
construction of a new Senior Center/Evacuation Center and a new City Hall.  We have 
expanded our marina to host 140 boat slips with a lakefront eatery and banquet rental 
facility.   
 
 
 St. Petersburg/Clearwater 

Literally translated "Clear Water" from the native Indian "Pocotopaug", the area was 
named for its abundant fresh springs along the shore. Settled by colonists in the mid-1830s, 
it was not until the 1890s that Clearwater gained a reputation as a resort community.

 Daytona, Daytona Beach and Environs 
 
Daytona Beach 
 
Spend a day relaxing on "The World's Most Famous Beach" and get away from it all. Our 
23 miles of sandy, white beaches are open to pedestrians 24/7 with free access! 
Cars are permitted in designated areas of the beach from sunrise to sunset, tidal conditions 
permitting. Visit Daytona Beach and find out why people love to vacation here. 
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Ormond Beach/Ormond-By-The-Sea 
At the turn of the 20th century, Ormond Beach garnered the reputation as a summer 
playground for the rich and famous. Industrialists such as railroad magnate Henry Flagler 
and oil industry multi-millionaire John D. Rockefeller visited the area often, helping to 
develop the town's character.

Ponce Inlet, a quaint "Old Florida" town offers a sampling of some of the area's best 
waterfront restaurants and chartered fishing excursions, as well as a marine science center, 
a casino boat that sails daily and the tallest lighthouse in the state. The small neighboring 
seaside community of Wilber-By-The-Sea features quiet beaches and casual riverfront 
dining.  
 
Port Orange/South Daytona 
Connected to the beachside by the Dunlawton Bridge, the city of Port Orange is proud of its 
scenic riverfront, historic treaures, challenging golf courses and Sugar Mill Botanical 
Gardens. 
Just south of Daytona Beach on the mainland, South Daytona is nestled between U.S. 1 and 
the Intracoastal Waterway and features riverfront and lake front parks, ice skating arena 
and the Living Legends Auto Racing Museum. 

Holly Hill

Should you wish to cancel  

The Villa is fully licensed for vacation rental. 

FULL BOOKING TERMS AND CONDITIONS  

1. The person who signs the Booking Form certifies that he or she is authorised to agree 

the Booking Terms and Conditions on behalf of all persons included on the Booking 

Form, including those substituted or added at a later date.  The signatory must be a 

member of the party occupying the property and must be 21 years or over.   Bookings 

cannot be accepted from parties of young people under 21 years of age. 

2. Bookings are valid after:- 

a) The booking form has been completed and signed and received by the Owner; 

    b)       The appropriate deposit has been paid; and 

     c)       The booking has been confirmed in writing by the Owner to the Client. 

3. A deposit of £100 for each week booked must accompany the booking form, which is 

non-refundable. 
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4. The balance must be paid 8 weeks prior to the commencement of the holiday along 

with a security deposit of £100/$200.   The security deposit will be returned to the 

client within 21 days after the completion of the holiday as long as any key(s) are 

returned and the Owners Management Company reports no damage or loss. 

5. The Client agrees: 

a) To pay the full cost of any breakages, losses or damage to the property (the 

Owners Management Company will be sole arbitrators on cause of damage 

or loss); 

b) To take good care of the property and leave it in a clean and tidy condition at 

the end of the holiday; 

c) To report any damage or loss immediately it is discovered to the Owners 

Management Company in Florida; 

d) To permit the Owner and their Management Company reasonable access to 

the property to carry out any maintenance as necessary; 

e) Not to sublet or share the property except with persons nominated on the 

Booking Form. 

6. The property is available after 4.00pm on the day of arrival and must be vacated by 

11.00am on the day of departure. 

7. Clients may use the swimming pool at their own risk.  They should always observe 

the safety rules listed at the property.  The pool can be heated if required by the Client 

at additional cost which will be payable to the Owners Management Company in 

Florida. 

 Cancellation 

8. If the Client wishes to cancel the booking he/she should advise the Owner 

immediately by email followed by confirmation letter.  The Owner shall be entitled to 

retain all payments already made (except the Security Deposit) and to recover, if not 

already paid, the balance of the hiring charge as follows: 

                      30 - 60 days notice:                              50% of the rental charge 

Less than 30 days notice:                       100% of the rental charge 
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9. In the unlikely event that circumstances beyond the Owners control necessitate the 

cancellation of the rental arrangement, the Owner reserves the right to cancel any 

bookings at any time and will only be liable to refund monies already paid by the 

Client.

10. No liability is accepted by the Owner for loss of main services or failure of 

appliances, nor for the consequences of the actions or omissions of persons who may 

control supply of mains services, nor any actions taken in the vicinity of the property 

by any Authority over which there is no control by the Owner.  

11. The Owner does not accept any liability for injury, damage or loss caused by any 

reason or for any claim made as a result of this booking and/or the subsequent 

holiday.  The Client is responsible for taking out an adequate insurance policy to 

cover all risks.  This waiver is also applicable to people visiting as guests of the 

Client(s). 

12. The Owner does not accept any liability for injury, damage or loss caused, or for any 

such claim by a third party as a consequence of actions by the Client(s) and other 

people occupying the property during the period of the let.
